Who are the Bhutanese Refugees?
You may be wondering why opportunities for serving
the Bhutanese Refugees keep appearing in Connect.
Their story is compelling. Over 125,000 Bhutanese
have lived for more than 18 years in bamboo tents in
refugee camps along the southeast border of Nepal.
Without the possibility of local integration into Nepal or
reentering their homes in Bhutan, the United Nations
decided that resettlement around the world was the
only option. The United States generously agreed to accept over 60,000
Bhutanese refugees and began resettling them in cities across the United
States two years ago. Currently approximately 300 Bhutanese refugees
have been relocated to Kansas City, Kansas with more arriving each
month. Ninety percent of the Bhutanese are cultural Hindus and have
never heard about Jesus.

Hillcrest has embraced this community by providing gifts at Christmas,
opportunities for gatherings in homes, adopting families, ESL classes
through Mission Adelante, driving lessons and even sending our own
missionaries, David and Holly Stetler to misiistertéuthis group.
